National Employment Council for the Air Transport Industry (NECATI) is a statutory board formed in terms of section 56 of the Labour Act (28:01). It derives its authority and mandate from the Labour Act, Collective Bargaining Agreements and other auxiliary legislation.

NECATI was formed in March 1988 by the Employers Association for the Air Transport Industry (EAATI) and the Workers Unions - National Airways Workers Union- (NAWU), Air Transport Union (ATU), and Zimbabwe Aircraft Maintenance Engineers Association – (ZAMEA). It was dormant until 1999 when efforts to capacitate the institution for operations commenced in earnest. In 2015 the NEC hired secretariat staff to execute the mandate of the organization.
